HOLY HOUR—April 4

Holy Hour Devotion is the Roman Catholic Tradition of spending One Hour in

Eucharistic Adoration in the Presence of the Blessed Sacrament. In 1673 Saint Margaret
Mary Alacoque stated that she had a vision of Jesus in which she was instructed to spend
an hour every Thursday night to meditate on the sufferings of Jesus in the Garden of
Gethsemane. This practice later became widespread among Roman Catholics. The
inspiration for the Holy Hour comes from Matthew 26:40. In the Gospel of Matthew,
during the agony in the Garden of Gethsemane the night before his crucifixion, Jesus spoke
to his disciples, saying "My soul is sorrowful even to death. Remain here and keep watch
with me. In keeping with this tradition, St Mary offers a Holy Hour every first Thursday of

the month. You are welcome to come and adore or you may simply lay your cares at the feet of Jesus. Adoration begins
promptly at 7pm. If you come late, please enter in silence and sit in back of church so as not to disturb those in silent

adoration. Praise be Jesus! Now and Forever!
