Clergy Corner   
Dear Members of St. Mary's Parish Family, 

Happy Feast of Pentecost! Today, we 
celebrate the birthday of the Church, 
when the Holy Spirit descended upon 
the Apostles and transformed their 
fear into courage, their confusion into 
clarity, and their silence into procla-
mation. It was on this day that the 
once-timid disciples became bold wit-

nesses, ready to spread the Gospel to the ends of 
the earth. 

The Holy Spirit is not just a historical figure in the 
Acts of the Apostles. He is alive and active in our 
Church, in our families, and in each of our hearts. 
The Spirit comes to guide, to comfort, to strengthen, 
and to renew us. He is the gentle whisper in prayer, 
the fire that stirs our love, and the wind that moves 
us to serve. 

Years ago, a young seminarian named Thomas 
served in a war-torn country where hope was 
scarce. One Pentecost Sunday, the chapel he was 
assigned to was almost empty. Only an elderly wom-
an, a child, and a wounded soldier came for Mass. 
Thomas felt discouraged, asking God, “What differ-
ence can I make here?” After Mass, the wounded 
soldier came up to him and said, “I haven’t prayed in 
years. But today, something stirred in me. When you 
prayed for peace, I felt a warmth I can’t explain. I 
think I want to find God again.” That Pentecost, the 
Holy Spirit did not descend in tongues of fire, but in 
a quiet moment that reignited one soul. That was 
enough to remind Thomas—and us—that the Spirit 
works even in the smallest gatherings, in the quiet-
est hearts, and in the simplest prayers. 

Dear friends, let us open our hearts anew to the Holy 
Spirit. Ask Him to rekindle in us the fire of His love. 
Let Him guide us to forgive, to heal, to speak truth, 
and to live with joy. 

Come, Holy Spirit, fill the hearts of Your faithful, and 
enkindle in them the fire of Your love.
